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History

Club of Chinese Students at Monash (CCSM) has a history of nearly 10 years. It was originally founded by a group of “Original Oversea Students”. These students are mainly Chinese born students that have come to Australia in the late 1980s and early 1990s. These students were mainly PhDs, or visiting scholars, with an average age of nearly 30. Since then, the club has been grown rapidly in size, in particular in the past few years. Today our membership numbers stand at around 1700. To the best of our knowledge, this makes us the biggest Chinese University club in Victoria.

In those 10 years, CCSM have made numerous achievements. Here is a sample of our recent achievements:

Future strategic vision

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Current Position of the club
The club is financially sound. We have passed Monash Club and Societies 2006 first and second semester audits with flying colors. In 2006 year our expenditure was in excess of 20,000 dollars. Currently we enjoy principle financial support from “Monash Club and Society”, “Monash International Office” and “Monash Collage”. In the form of $5000 grants per year, special grants up to $2000 per year. The rest is made up of clubs commercial activities and sponsorships.
